News From the Counties: 
 
Anne Arundel 
The Anne Arundel County Bay-Wise program 

co-chairs, Judy Graham and Carol Dowling 
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are excited to report that they now work with a 
group of about sixteen active Bay-Wise Master 
Gardeners in their county. They certified 
eleven landscapes since last year, including 
the grounds of St. Martin's in-the-Field 
Episcopal Church. They report, “After a later 
session of training in May, our teams continued 
to visit yards; we have visited 19 as of the end 
of June.  We do not understand why there are 
fewer requests this year, both for talks and for 
yard visits.  We have presented two talks this 
year and had a Bay-friendly yard on a 
neighborhood House & Garden tour this June. 
 We are hoping for yard requests from these 
events.” 
 

Baltimore City 
We were all saddened earlier this spring by the 

sudden death of Paulette Kirkpatrick, who 

chaired the combined Greater Baltimore 
committee in the past. We will all miss her kind 
and willing attitude.  
 
This year Baltimore City and County have gone 
back to being two separate entities. The new 

Baltimore City committee chair, Dana Shaw, 
reports that their small group of four has so far 
certified five landscapes. She is also proud to 
report that “MG Intern Angineeki Jones set up 
and staffed an information booth and gave a 
short Bay Wise presentation at her community 
meeting on June 20, 2009.ò  

 

Baltimore County 
We also welcome Heather Wight, as the new 
Baltimore County chair. She tells us that her 
committee is made up of nine Bay-Wise 
Master Gardeners who have certified one 
residential, one non-residential and five Master 
Gardener landscapes in the past year. She 
also reports that in April her team gave a 
presentation to 30 students at the 5

th
 District 

School as part of their after-school program. 
They made “a Bay-Wise presentation to the 
Dundalk Senior Center to kick off the Greening 
of Dundalk event. We had 30 residents attend. 
We did a PowerPoint and the óWho Polluted 
the Potomacô activity.  
 
ñI have been advising the Dundee Creek 
Marina for their Bay-Wise project of 2 rain 
gardens being installed and planted. They 
have successfully installed one of the rain 
gardens as of the printing of this newsletter. 
Our committee has an active role in the 
Baltimore County new Ag. Center and is 
planning for a 2.7 acre area of grounds for 
demonstration gardens. One will be Bay-Wise 
and another one to be determined by the 
BCMG group.” 
 
This group sounds like they are off to a great 
start! 
 

Calvert 
Judy Kay, Calvert County Bay-Wise Chair 
informs us that there are fourteen members of 
the Calvert County committee. They have been 
busy certifying the Noah's Ark Learning Center 
(pre-school and elementary grades), fourteen 
client and four Master Gardener landscapes. 
Two of those Master Gardeners are Bay-Wise 
trained. Judy is pleased to report that ñAt the 
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request of Steve Kullen, Watershed Planner in 
Planning and Zoning in Calvert County, we 
accompanied him to the Neeld Estates monthly 
community meeting. (Neeld Estates is a 
community on the shores of the Chesapeake 
Bay in northern Calvert County.) Steve talked 
about nitrogen reducing septic systems and we 
gave a PowerPoint presentation about Bay-
Wise practices to reduce runoff and erosion 
and, at the request of community members, 
described rain gardens and possible plants 
that could be used in them. We also discussed 
grasses that could be used along the beach to 
hold the dunes. The grasses that were there 
were destroyed by hurricane Isabel. Twenty-
four adults attended, 3 yard visits were made 
to recommend native grasses for the shoreline 
and for rain gardens. None were certified. 
 
ñIn February, a Bay-Wise Landscape and 
Gardening Practices talk was given at the 
monthly meeting of a Newcomers and 
Neighbors group with 30 adults attending. Nine 
indicated an interest in a Bay-Wise visit; 
however, only two responded to a follow up 
contact. One of those was certified and the 
other visit was for recommendations. We plan 
to follow up next year. 
 
ñOther Bay-Wise leads were gathered at our 
Garden Smarter series at the Prince Frederick 
Library and at community events such as 
Patuxent River Appreciation Days.ò 
 
Judy also shares that in mid-January some 
members of the Bay-Wise committee taught 
„Using MD Native Plants‟ to 47 adults and 5 
youth at the 2009 ChesPax Workshop Series. 
The workshop qualified as credit for the Green 
Schools Professional Development for 
teachers. Great Job, Calvert County! 
 

 
 

Carroll 
Carroll County Bay-Wise program co-chairs, 

Dick Heiser and Tina Swanson report that 
their group dropped in numbers to 10 this year. 
But that didn‟t slow them down. They report, 
“During the 6/1/2008 through 6/30/2009 period, 
the Carroll County Bay-Wise team certified the 
property of six Bay-Wise Master Gardeners 
and 2 additional Master Gardeners. The team 
also certified four residential landscapes plus 
the grounds and gardens of Parrs Ridge 
Elementary School. Several team members 
also participated in the first State Bay-Wise 
meeting held in Annapolis on November 18

th
 

and several team members also participated in 
follow-up State Bay-Wise meetings held in 
Annapolis during the first half of 2009.ò  

 
 

Charles 
Bay-Wise Master Gardener co-Chairs, Ronda 

Goldman and Jessica Milstead report a 
marked increase in the number of committee 
members this year. The number increased 
from four to fifteen. So far they have certified 
four residential sites, one Bay-Wise demo and 
three Master Gardener sites and two non-
residential sites – Huntington Neighborhood 
Center and Wakefield Neighborhood Center. 
Ronda and Jessica report that ñThe Charles 
County Bay-Wise Master Gardener program is 
making an amazing impact in the community. 
Our volunteer staff grew by 50% and we added 
four resident landscapes and two public 
landscapes to the program. Bay-Wise 
continues to grow in popularity as bridges are 
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built and residents are encouraged to ódo no 
harm and go with natureô. 
 
ñThe season began with a joint training with 
Calvert and St. Maryôs counties. Fourteen 
Master Gardeners and Interns embarked on a 
training adventure that included classes at the 
St. Maryôs Fairgrounds, Calvert Marine 
Museum, St. Leonardôs Creek, and an 
evaluation in Charles County.  
 
ñThe Bay-Wise program partnered with 
Chaney Enterprise for their 2

nd
 annual 

Greenfest celebration, which was an event 
dedicated to encourage Charles County 
residents to use environmentally-friendly 
methods. They showcased their reclamation 
practices and the environmental aspects of 
concrete. The BW program was asked to teach 
a workshop on planting a Gourmet Bay-Wise 
Container Garden and to instruct participants 
on certification-worthy techniques. This 
interactive workshop highlighted the value of 
planting companion crops, the benefits of 
soaker hoses in containers, and certifiable 
habits that protect the waterways and produce 
high quality vegetables and herbs. The twenty 
gallon containers were raffled after the 
workshop. 
 
ñThe spring season also led to presentation 
opportunities at the La Plata Library, Swan 
Point Garden Club, Calvert Marine Museum, 
Sotterley Plantation, Accokeek homes, and the 
La Plata Senior Center. Eighty-seven contacts 
were made and information was distributed 
that encouraged residents to take the Bay-
Wise challenge. 
 
ñDuring our July meeting, the team decided to 
take Bay-Wise on tour along the Southern 
Maryland Trail, which is a series of interesting 

shops, parks, and restaurants on the Heronôs 
Trail of Charles County. While holding 
meetings in pre-selected places, our team will 
continue to expand our contacts by connecting 
with local merchants and non-profit 
organizations.ò 
 
Wow, Charles County. Keep up the great work! 

 

Harford 
Long time Bay-Wise Master Gardener Chair, 

Christine Marotta has been the chair of the 
Harford County Bay-Wise committee since its 
inception in 2003 (with the exception of a 
year‟s hiatus due to medical problems in 
2005).

Howard 
Last year‟s Bay-Wise Master Gardener Chair, 

Holly McFarland, although still participating as 
a member of the committee, had to pull back 
on some of her Bay-Wise duties due to family 
responsibilities this year. She has had to hand 
over her reins to Master Gardener intern, 

Caroline Feil, who reports that there are about 
twenty active Master Gardeners on their Bay-
Wise Committee this year. They have recently 
certified four residential landscapes (one Bay-
Wise demo) and one non-residential site, the 
Howard County Conservancy. Caroline also 
states, “The Howard County Bay-Wise 
committee is supported by 20 volunteers 
engaged in multiple activities throughout the 
county.    
 
ñIn April, we participated in Greenfest at 
Howard Community College where we 
displayed our Bay-Wise tri-fold display filled 
with pictures accompanied by Bay-Wise 
principles while we gave out a variety of Bay-
Wise brochures. In addition, at Howard 
Community College, we participated in the 
design and planting of a rain garden filled with 
native plants. The planting took place during 
the Greenfest so it was a very active day.   
 
ñWe hosted a trip to the Waste Management 
state-of-the-art recycling facility where, before 
our tour of the facility, we viewed a movie on 
the recycling process and received info about 
new and planned recycling activities. Seeing 
how a recycling plant works was very 
interesting.   
 
ñWe have a very active Storm Water 
Management subcommittee involved with 

county organizations receptive to learning 
about Bay-Wise principles with regard to Storm 
Water Management. For a Rain Barrel 
Workshop, subcommittee members supported 
the distribution of rain barrels and gave a rain 
barrel presentation.   
 
ñMembers of the Bay-Wise team attended a 
Columbia Village Managers meeting and 
presented our view of landscaping problems 
throughout the area and how these problems 
can be fixed and avoided in the future. Our 
presentation was warmly received and the 
consensus is a request to educate the 
community via a series of presentations on 
Bay-Wise principles and Storm Water 
Management at each village. They also 
requested more Bay-Wise information for their 
newsletters plus a calendar of our events.   
 
ñWe continue to give a variety of Bay-Wise 
presentations at village centers, libraries, 
garden clubs and Whipps Cemetery plant 
activities. For our county libraries we 
developed displays on Backyard Birds, 
Butterflies, and Native Plants.  And each 
month we continue to supply gardening tips to 
the Columbia Village newsletters.ò 
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Prince George½s 
Franchella Kendall, Prince George‟s Co. Bay-
Wise Chair, reports seventeen active members 
of their committee this year. In addition to the 
five new demo landscapes certified this year 
(see list on page 2) they also certified the 
grounds of the Accokeek Foundation. 
Franchella is excited to share the following 
info, ñDave Kneipp conducted an educational 
activity for 24 youth and 6 adults. This was an 
outdoor educational event (field trip) with the 
fifth grade class of St. Ambrose Catholic 
School in Cheverly.  They worked on soil 
erosion, identifying insects, picking up trash 
from a local stream, and the pollution game ï 
which was a big hit with the kids (and adults).ò   
 
 

St. Mary½s 
This year Linda Crandall joined Fran Cook to 
co-Chair the St. Mary‟s Bay-Wise committee. 
They report four active committee members 
but are actively recruiting more. They have 
certified eleven residential landscapes since 
their committee began in 2004. This year 
they‟ve certified one Bay-Wise demo site as 
well. 
 
Fran and Linda report, “One of the local stores 
in our area, The Glass Garden Shoppe, in Park 
Hall, also has workshops available to the 

public.  One of the owners is a MG and a few 
of the MGôs are participating at the events. 
Some of the classes include container 
gardening, butterfly/hummer gardening, 
building birdhouses, water and rain gardening, 
native plants and vegetable gardening.   
 
ñLinda and I met and hope to have a meeting 
in August with BW MGôs to try to jump start the 
program as a ñteamò.  We have at least 6 folks 
interested in having their yard certified and lots 
more interested in consulting visits.  
 
ñWe have several, perhaps as many as 8, 
properties that we hope to at least start the 
certification process on by the end of this year. 
A few of them are commercial locations, where 
the Bay-Wise practices will be óon displayô to 
the public. 
  
ñWe also had good feedback from our 
presentation at the Sotterly Garden Fair 
(http://www.sotterley.org/eventscheduleword09
.pdf ) and expect to take part again next year.” 
 

Talbot 
Penny Balgley and Joanne Buritsch, co- 
Chairs, report 40 Bay-Wise Master Gardeners 
make up their committee. They recently 
certified sixteen residential landscapes, 
including eight belonging to a Bay-Wise Master 
Gardeners and two of fellow Master 
Gardeners. They also certified the Poplar 
Island Native Garden, which is a Master 
Gardener Demonstration Project, designed 
and maintained by Talbot County Master 
Gardeners. 
 
Penny & Joanne report, “There have been 2 
non-MG landscapes certified on 5/06/09 and 
6/17/09. One has requested that Bay-Wise 
MGôs put together a program to be presented

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in October at her landscape for her neighbors 
so that they will have an understanding of Bay-
Wise principles and how they can apply them 
to their landscapes.” Wanda says, “What a 
great idea!” 
 
They also shared info about a grant given to 
the Adkins Arboretum where their role was to 
teach: “Many of the BW MGôs were very active 
in the ñFirst Stop for the Bay Homeowners 
Symposiumò held at the Maritime Museum in 
St. Michaels on 06/13/09. There were morning 
speakers from the Critical Area Commission, U 
of Md., and representatives from Talbot 
Countyôs Program and Planning Commission, 
and our Public Works Dept. After lunch 
attendees received a copy of the óGreen Book 
for the Bay; An Illustrated Guidebook for 
Chesapeake Bay Critical Area Property 
Owners Living on Marylandôs Eastern Shoreô 
Then they attended one of 3 breakout 
sessions: Environmental Concerns ña living 
shorelineò; or how to construct a rain garden; 
or visit a MGôs landscape on the water that 
carried out many B-W principles.”  
 

Washington 
Sharon Bondroff and Annette Ipsan Co- 
Chairs, report nine active committee members 
this year. This small but strong committee has 
recently certified four landscapes, two Bay-
Wise demo and two MG. They also gave two 
Bay-Wise presentations to community groups 
reaching 49 people. They report “In 2009, we 
certified 4 landscapes, offered 2 talks on the 
program, developed a Bay-Wise display and 
other materials which we used at 2 plant clinics 
and several events which reached over 672 
people.  
 
Our Bay-Wise program was also featured in a 
free full-page color spread with photos in a 50-

page conservation booklet, ñFrom My 
Backyard to Our Bay,ò which was distributed to 
over 30,000 homes in Washington County.ò

Bay-Wise Signs Update 
Last year at this time I reported the arrival of a 
new shipment of Bay-Wise signs. It read 
something like this,”After many months of 
waiting, the new Bay-Wise signs are in. 
Because of the high cost of the signs and 
paucity of funds, I could only order 278 signs, 
(139 client and 139 demo). If you need to order 
more signs, complete the form found on the 
Bay-Wise website,  
 www.baywise.umd.edu/ForBWMGOnly.cfm 
Each sign and post with hardware costs about 
$15.00. Since my renewable grant has been 
abolished, I no longer have the ability to 
provide the signs free of charge. We need to 
come up with a solution to this problem in 
order to continue the certification part of the 
Bay-Wise program. Your suggestions are 
needed and welcome!”

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Well, here‟s this year‟s status. I currently have 
no more client signs and about 80 demo signs. 
At our last statewide Bay-Wise meeting I 
mentioned that if we are going to give out more 
signs, we‟ll now have to begin charging for 
them. I have requested bids and found a better 
quote for the signs but we‟ll still have to charge 
for them unless we get more grants in the 
future. 
 
The time between when I got my original 
quotes for the signs and now has voided those 
particular quotes but I am still certain that I can 
get them for less than the $15.00 it cost last 
year. Just this morning I‟ve received word from 
Robin that the new Master Gardener logo has 
been finalized so I‟ll be ordering the signs 
soon. 
 
I have had a few questions, comments, or 
suggestions about the signs already. 
 
Q.: I want to be able to offer signs for free to 
my clients. Do I have to make them pay for 
them? 
A.: No, but you will have to pay for them. 
 
Q.: Can individual counties have their own 
signs made? 
A.: No, to keep a consistent product around 
the state, they should all be made by the same 
company according to the same specifications. 
 
Q.: I found a really cheap sign-making vendor. 
May I use that vendor? 
A.: Again, to stay consistent, the signs should 
all be made by the same vendor. If you do 
have a cheap vendor that you‟ve done 
business with before, please let me know. I 
can send them the specifications for our signs. 
If they offer a better quote that what I already 
have, we‟ll go with your vendor. 

 
Q.: Wouldn‟t using plastic be less expensive 
than using metal? 
A.: Yes, plastic signs may cost less to produce 
but it doesn‟t stand up to weather and last as 
long as the metal ones do. I‟d rather stick with 
metal for right now. 
 
The plan is for my office to place a bulk order 
of the signs & hardware and your committee 
can purchase them at cost from my office. The 
procedure would be similar to the way you 
have been ordering signs, display boards and 
publications. This way the signs will be self-
sustaining. I suggest that you pass the cost on 
to your clients. After all, I can„t think of any 
other certification program where you get a 
nice sign like that for free. Please discuss this 
issue with your committee members at your 
next meeting. I‟m open to suggestions. 
 
Meanwhile, I‟ll notify your committee chairs to 
get an idea of how many signs to order.
